What is a field notebook:

The goal of a field notebook is to have a record of the geology you saw,  where it is located and  the interpretation of this geology.   Good field notes would allow you to return to the site again (find it) and understand what you are seeing and read its interpretation.    You should have and entry for each stop on the field trip with 1) location  (GPS location and road directions) 2) explanation/summary of geology 3) sketch 4) photograph (labeled) of what you saw.   You should also affix general geological information such as stratigraphic sections, time scales etc. to the beginning of your field notebook as references.

WHAT TO BRINKG:
Pack for the forecast, add additional clothes for unexpected extremes (wet, cold, hot)

CLOTHES:

-Clothes for three days – Shirts and pants comfortable for hiking and being outside in

-Warm underlayers and over layers (It could snow!)  (think camping)
-Warm weather clothes (It could be warm!)

-Shoes: you can do short hikes in that won’t slip of slick rocks, that will hold up if you get muddy or wet or snow in them and still be comfortable, plus one SPARE PAIR

-Raincoat and rain pants

-Socks for hiking and ones that will still be OK if wet 

-Hats for cold, mittens
-Hat for sun
-Daypack  with:
Water (2 liters per day!) , snacks, writing utensils, extra clothes (same as above), notebook (with pretrip handouts and notes) hat, sunscreen, bug stuff, ziplock bags for samples, sunglasses, hand lens (borrow), acid and glass (borrow), rock hammer (borrow or bring a regular one), camera

-Personal items – toiletries like soap, deodorant, shampoo, toothbrush, 
-Any medications you might need

CAMPING:
PLEASE NOTE:   Our camp on Thursday will be primitive.  There will be NO WATER, NO TOILETS (all day Thursday and Friday)  (Lets talk about potty etiquette………)

-Tent (please share)  (waterproof!)

-Sleeping bag, Sleeping pad, Pillow

-Camp chair (optional)
-Headlamp/flashlight with extra batteries

-WATER for two days (at least 4 liters per person)

-FOOD:   Breakfast, lunch and snacks for two days

-You own cup, bowl and utensils

PROVIDED:

-Gas stove

-Pot for boiling water

-Dinner on Thursday (we’ll cook together)  Menu:_____________________

-Coolers in both vehicles

-River potty
