Scholarship Information

Many scholarships require additional materials, letters, an audition, etc. You
must first be admitted to Snow College to receive any scholarship. Many of our
scholarships are awarded based on your date of admission, so please apply
early. The priority scholarship deadline is March 1. Additional information
on Snow College scholarships can be found at
http://www.snow.edu/scholarships .

l Academic scholarships, including the Western Undergraduate
Exchange (WUE), are awarded first-come first-serve based on
available funds.

l Leadership scholarships  require an additional application and
other materials AND an interview. Please see
www.snow.edu/scholarships for a Leadership Scholarship
Application and all requirements.

l Need scholarships  require completion of Federal Financial Aid
(FAFSA), a letter from the student and two letters supporting the
claim for need.

l Departmental and ATE Division scholarships  require you
to contact the department head awarding the scholarship.
Email addresses for these contacts are provided on the
scholarship application.

l Athletic scholarship information is provided on the scholarship
application. It is often best to have your coach contact our
athletic department.

NOTE: All applicable Admissions requirements must be completed to be
elibible for scholarships. You DO NOT need to submit all the scholarship
materials at one time. Your leadership, need, or other scholarship materials may
follow; however, we do encourage you to submit your applications for Admis-
sion and Scholarships as quickly as possible to facilitate the awarding process.

Test scores are often included on the high school transcript,
but  please verify with a school official before you submit your
application.

Application Fee. Please include a check or money order with the
$30 nonrefundable application fee. A $15 readmission fee is required
if you previously attended Snow College and have been away for
more than one semester.
