APPLICATION PACKET MUST BE RECEIVED and INTERVIEW COMPLETED
on or before March 1, 2010

Steps to Apply for Leadership Scholarships

1. Be officially admitted to Snow College by filling out the admission application,
(available online at www.snow.edu/apply) submitting your official high school transcript
and ACT score.

2. Complete this leadership scholarship application.

3. Create a resume highlighting your previous employment, leadership and service
experience.

4. Prepare a YOU PAGE; This YOU PAGE is a visual representation of your personality
and leadership qualities. It is your chance to help us get to know you so please be creative.
However, the YOU PAGE cannot exceed 8.5” x 117 and all elements of the YOU PAGE
must containable within a standard sized binder.

5. Call and schedule your on-campus preliminary leadership interview at 1-800-848-3399.
Interviews will be held throughout the month of February and at each Snow Blast
beginning Jan 27", Your interview must be completed before March 1.

Note: You are responsible for scheduling your interview.

During the interview, you will be required to do a three-minute presentation on How
You CAN MAKE A DIFFERENCE AT SNOW COLLEGE. These are group interviews. Please
call 1-800-848-3399 to schedule your interview.
