Building construction majors at Snow will want to complete an Associate 

of  Science (AS), an Associate of Arts (AA) degree.  These are transfer 

degrees, designed to prepare you to transfer to a four-year college and 

work on a Bachelor’s degree.  Students may also complete an Applied 

Science Degree (AAS).  This is a two-year degree that certifies that a 

student is ready to own or manage a contracting business.  Students who 

major building construction find it an ideal preparation for entrance into 

professions such as framing and rough carpentry, cabinet and millwork, 

estimating and scheduling, carpentry, subcontracting, architectural 

design.
