What Degree Can | Get?

Associate of Science in Business (ASB)

e This is a degree that prepares you to transfer to a four-year college in Utah in majors such as business
administration, accounting, or management information systems. To get this degree, you take 31 General
Education credits, plus all of the “pre-business core” classes.

Associate of Science or Associate of Arts (AS/AA)

e These degrees prepare you to transfer to a four-year college in Utah. This option may work for you if, for
some reason, you can complete all of your General Education requirements and 32 elective credits and only
some of the “pre-business core” classes while you are at Snow.

Associate of Applied Science (AAS)

e This degree is designed to get you ready for employment right after two years at Snow. Almost all of the
courses you take are in the business, computer, and accounting areas. You would take course like:
Advertising and Promotion, Principles of Marketing, Human Relations, Business Management
Accounting, Principles of Finance, and Sales and Customer Services. In this degree, you take only one or two
General Education courses. (If you decide later to transfer to a four-year college, you still need to complete
your General Education requirements.)
