 HIST 1510 World History from Renaissance to Present 

 HIST 1700 American Civilization 

 If time permits also take: 

 HIST 2340 History of England 

 HIST 2350 History of the American West 

 HIST 2700 United States History to 1877 

 HIST 2710 United States History from 1877 

 History majors should seek to acquire an extensive background in the social and behavioral 

sciences, with courses in political science, sociology, economics, and geography being especially
