
SNOW FUN - MAP FROM SNOW COLLEGE TO BADGER MOUNTAIN ROPES COURSE

Ropes Course: Our ropes course has low level and high level 
stations. If you are doing a half-day only, you will do a combination 
of low and high. If you prefer low stations only, please contact our 
o�ce (435-283-7167) at least a week before you arrive.

Directions: From Campus drive south or east to the corner of 400 
South and 300 East. Take the canyon road south which turns east 
and heads up the mountain. About one mile past where the asphalt 
road ends, you will see the Badger Mountain Ropes Course sign 
and two lodge poles at the entrance of the handicap parking area 
(vehicles carrying drinking water can also park here). Continue on 
the road to the main parking area just around the next corner. You 
are responsible for your own transportation to and from the ropes 
course. Please bring drinking water, bug repellant, and sunscreen to 
the ropes course. Also, if you are scheduled for a full-day, bring your 
own sack lunch (no refrigeration available). Please wear appropriate 
clothing - long or short pants (careful, bare skin can get rope burns), 
light weight shirts as it can get hot, closed toed shoes are required 
and a hat is recommended. Not allowed, sandals, flip-flops and 
nylon shorts.
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
